The students also sign the
Pharmacist Code of Ethics, which
states the roles and responsibilities
of the pharmacist. The code forms
the basis for our students’ interac-
tions with patients and colleagues,
not only during their years in
our program, but also when they
graduate and enter the profession.

The ceremony serves as an
early induction into the pharmacy
profession for our students. It is
an important part of our eight-day
“boot camp,” which helps prepare
our new students for their first

Grad Student Organizes Run in Father’s Memory

Inspired by a per-
sonal loss, SOP gradu-
ate student Erica
Wisdom organized a
15K run on July 12 to
raise money for men-
tal health awareness
and the event was a huge success.

“We raised $1,000 for the
National Alliance on Mental IlI-
ness,” Erica said. “This race was
a memorial for my dad, Oscar
Baeza, who we lost to suicide on
December 18, 2002 and whose
birthday was on July 14.

“The reason for the race was
to raise awareness for all of these
mental ailments and I am not
ashamed of it. If there is anyone
out there who can be helped by
our work, then it’s worth it.”

The run started at the north
rim of the Palo Duro Can-
yon in Armstrong County and
stretched 15 kilometers (9.3
miles) to the south rim.

“It was a very challenging
course because of the heat and

with a 10 percent grade hill at the
beginning and another at the end
that spanned 1.2 miles,” Erica said.
“We had hot dogs after the race and
awards for the overall male and fe-
male as well as age group winners.’

Erica said the event in-
cluded 88 registered runners
who came from as far away
as Omaha, Nebraska and Dal-
las, Burleson and Paris, Texas.

“We also had runners from
many local towns like Childress,
Amarillo, Stratford, Vega, Pan-
handle, Canyon and Hereford.”

Erica said two of her fellow
grad students—Katie Bennett and
Imam Shaik—graciously donated
their time to help with the event.

“Dr. Abbruscato (Associate
Professor, Dept. of Pharmaceuti-
cal Sciences) ran in the race and
placed second in his age group.
We also had one summer intern
and two grad students run in the
three-person relay where each leg
ran five kilometers (3.1 miles).”

The 21 students
who attended the camp came

The five-day camp featured
numerous educational activities,
including field trips to the

the Hendrick Medical Center.
Campers also made lip balm and
cold cream in a compounding
lab, learned about animal
research, took a crash course in
deciphering prescriptions and
participated in a scavenger hunt
for over-the-counter medications
and remedies at Wal-Mart.

These activities allowed
campers to interact TTUHSC-SOP
faculty and at least a dozen other
pharmacists and practitioners.

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IMLS Selects Texas Pharmacy Museum

The Texas Pharmacy Museum,
located at the SOP’s main campus
in Amarillo, was recently selected
as one of 776 museums, librar-
ies and archives to receive the to
receive the Connecting to Collections
Bookshelf from the Institute of Mu-
seum and Library Services.

Bookshelf contents were se-
lected by a blue ribbon panel of
conservation experts and includes
an essential set of books, online
resources and a user’s guide that
can profoundly affect the ability
of small libraries and museums to
care for their collections.

According to IMLS Director Dr.
Anne-Imelda Radice, the bookshelf
“provides museums, libraries, and
archives essential instructions on
how to rescue treasures of yester-
year that they hold in trust. These
Bookshelves, once they are all
distributed, will touch institutions
around the nation.”

The 776 bookshelf recipients
represent every state, the District
of Columbia, Puerto Rico, the U.S.
Virgin Islands and Guam. Re-
cipients are located in 327 of the
nation’s 435 congressional districts.

The IMLS Bookshelf was made
possible by a cooperative agree-
ment with the American Associa-
tion for State and Local History

with support from the Getty Foun-
dation, the Henry Luce Foundation
and the Samuel H. Kress Founda-
tion. It is part of Connecting to Col-
lections: A Call to Action, a strategic
initiative by IMLS to address the
challenges described in A Public
Trust at Risk: The Heritage Health
Index Report on the State of Ameri-
ca’s Collections.

The report concluded that: 190
million objects need conservation
treatment; 65 percent of collecting
institutions have damaged col-
lections due to improper storage;
80 percent of collecting institu-
tions lack an emergency plan for
their collections and trained staff
to carry it out; and 40 percent of
institutions have no funds allocated
in their annual budget for preserva-
tion and conservation.

Most recipients have small
budgets and staff, and have dem-
onstrated an urgent need for this
permanent resource. History muse-
ums, historic houses and academic
libraries with special collections are
especially well represented among
the recipients. Ten zoos, aquaria,
botanical gardens and nature cen-
ters are also represented.

Ten art museums with Kress
Collection items will also receive
the bookshelf.
